Photoarchive internships are open to qualified undergraduate students in art history or other relevant
fields, including library sciences and archival studies. Attention to detail and a strong visual memory are
desirable. Intern activities are generally carried out four days a week between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and
4:00 p.m.; however, an alternative schedule may be discussed. All internships are unpaid, and applicants
are responsible for their own housing and travel arrangements.
